Vestry Guide for Hurricane Calls:
There are 3 types of calls you may need to make.  Please be sure to do the first round sometime in June.  If the person is not home, just leave a brief message that you called from the vestry about hurricane season.  
Please keep your discussions confidential , guarding names even if/when you need to bring something to the Rector’s or the Vestry’s attention, unless you have specific permission from that person to use their name.
1.   Notifications at the start of the Hurricane Season
Hello, this is ______ from St. ______’s.  I’m calling to let you know our hurricane plan and to remind you that your church cares about your health and safety.  Here are St. ______’s plans in the event a hurricane comes our way:
Under a Hurricane Advisory

(We are in the projected path of a storm)

St. ________’s will hold all services as scheduled

Other activities may be cancelled or rescheduled on a case by case basis.

Under an official Hurricane Watch or Warning  
(A hurricane is present or expected within 48 hours and the government has advised all people to be off the roads and in a safe place.)

All Services and activities will be cancelled until the storm has passed.


We will try to call you and update you on our plans.
In the aftermath of a hurricane:

We will try to call you, as we are able.
We will check the church’s voicemail regularly, as we are able

We will hold our regular services if at all possible.

We will respond to pastoral emergencies as quickly as possible

How are you?  How is your life with the church?  Any suggestions, concerns?

Any area where we can help your spiritual growth?
Any special prayer requests.
